3. Context

Chamberlain Forum has been funded by Be Birmingham and the Big Lottery to deliver the Resident University Programme.

3.i Be Birmingham – is the Local Strategic Partnership, bringing together partners from the business, community, voluntary, faith and public sectors to deliver a better quality of life in Birmingham.  Be Birmingham is responsible for delivering the Local Area Agreement, and for managing the Working Neighbourhoods Fund.
3.ii Big Lottery  - is responsible for awarding money from the National Lottery to good causes.  Resident University has been part funded through the BASIS programme, as part of the Platform Consortium led by the Digbeth Trust.

3.iii Chamberlain Forum – is a Birmingham based ‘think and do tank’, that aims to foster and promote mutual self-help in neighbourhoods and communities, and help public services do a better job by helping them to work with communities
3.iv Resident University – is a learning and capacity building programme that aims to help residents make the most of their skills by getting actively involved in society through paid and unpaid work.
